UNIFORM POLICY

1.
Introduction

The purpose of a student school uniform is to foster pride in the school and give Hobsonville Primary School an identity in the wider community.

2.
Statements

2.1
The wearing of school uniform is compulsory. 

2.2
All items must be clearly named.

2.3
Uniform hats must be worn when children are outside from October to April as stated in the school’s Sun Sense Policy.

2.4
Shoes/sandals and hair accessories must be black or navy.  Shoe styles that are acceptable are sneakers, flat-soled shoes or sandals only.  No boots or jandals.  Exemption on medical or cultural grounds will be considered at the Principal’s discretion.
2.5
Uniform prices may vary due to manufacturing costs and material availability.

2.6
Full payment to be made at the time of order.

2.7
Stock will be monitored regularly using the school’s financial procedures.

2.8
Students are required to wear the correct uniform when representing the school at interschool sports events and other interschool activities.

2.9
Students will present themselves in a clean, neat and tidy manner.

2.10
For health and safety reasons:

a) Hair longer than shoulder length will be tied back. 
b)  A watch and / or stud earrings are the only jewellery permitted to be worn.
