MATHS – EARLY NUMERACY


We are focussing on number knowledge this term. A student who has a sound  


Number knowledge is able to use more advanced strategies for addition and subtraction. 


Once again this programme will be in full swing in our classes from 9.30am – 10.30am.


You can help your child at home by doing fun oral activities: Our aim is to have our students instantly recall simple basic facts and have a sound counting knowledge. 


Counting forwards and backwards from different numbers to 20, then 50, then 100 then 1000.


Playing adding and subtracting games.


Counting in 2s, 3s, 5s, 10s, from any number.


Recognising numbers before, after or between other numbers.


Addition facts. (Begin with simple single digits and depending on your child’s ability increase the numbers to two digit numbers.)


Subtraction facts.


Writing numbers correctly.


Adding more than one number together rapidly.
