· Rapidly recalling addition and subtraction basic facts (to 10 and then to 20).

INQUIRY, ICT                                                                                                                                             This term we continue with our “communication” concept. The students will be focusing on the Social Science aspect of the concept by researching the “The History of Writing” where we focus on learning about past events, understanding the present and imagining the future. Reading, writing and inquiry skills are taught in the information centre and ICT skills are integrated throughout the inquiry process.
As a part of the inquiry, the Rimu Team will visit the Auckland museum. Details of time and cost will be sent home and parent help will be needed.
Following the social study inquiry, the students will undertake a technological inquiry where they will use their new knowledge of the history of writing to plan, design and create a wearable art item.
