CLASSROOM PROGRAMMES


Maths


This term the Rimu Team children will work on multiplication and division.  They will also be doing activities involving practical measurement.

You can help your child at home by:


Recognition of numbers to 100 or over 100 – 1000.


Ordering numbers / counting in tens from any number.


Revision of basic addition and subtraction facts.


Multiplication-Giving real life maths problems e.g. we have 5 plastic bags and in each bag there are 3 cookies. How many cookies do we have? (Remember to ask your child how they worked the answer out!)


Calendar awareness – days of the week, months of the year, and days in one year.


Division- Giving real life maths problems eg. We have 12 marbles to share. There are 3 children. How many marbles will each child get? (Remember to ask your child how they worked the answer out!)


Estimation of length, mass. Taking notice of measuring units, baking, e.g. litres, grams, kilograms, etc.


Skip counting in 2’s, 3’s,5’s and 10’s


Remember to make maths fun.  Mostly oral - not written.





How words work (sound of the week)


The phonics programme is well underway in the Rimu Team.  Your child will be required to bring a bank of words to school as part of their homework activities.  Please talk to your child about this programme and help your child with some new and interesting words for their word bank.
