1
Introduction

The purpose of this policy statement is to promote safety concerning students 

who travel to and from the school using a bicycle. 

2
Context

2.1
It is important to take steps to attempt to ensure that pupils who cycle to school do so 

in safety.

2.2
It is also important to take steps to attempt to ensure that cyclists take due care of, 

and pay attention to, others. 

3
Statements

3.1
Students below 10 years of age should not cycle to and from school.  Annual permission from the Deputy Principal must be obtained for students who are 10 years, or over, and who wish to cycle to and from school. 

3.2
Due to the busy nature of Hobsonville Road, students who live within a reasonable distance of the school are discouraged from cycling to school.

3.3
All children who ride a bicycle to and from school must wear a safety helmet of an 


approved type that is securely fastened. It is the responsibility of the 

student/parents/caregivers to ensure the bicycle complies with any legal 
requirements.

3.4
Any cyclist who does not comply with the legal requirement to wear a helmet will not


be permitted to bring his/her cycle on to the school grounds.

3.5
It is the responsibility of the cyclist to ensure that his/her helmet is clearly named.  

The school will accept no responsibility for the security of cycle helmets.

3.6
It the responsibility of the cyclist to ensure that his/her bicycle is clearly named. The 

school will accept no responsibility for the security of bicycles.

3.7
The riding of cycles on the school grounds is not permitted during school hours.  


Upon arrival at school, pupils must enter the gate adjacent to the school crossing and 


walk their bicycles to the bicycle racks. 

3.8
When entering or leaving the school, cyclists must cross the road walking in a 

straight line to avoid congestion at the crossing. Cyclists must be considerate of 

pedestrians. 
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
