1.
Introduction

Positive behaviour is central to the working of our educational environment.  It is expected that students will display safe and considerate behaviour at Hobsonville Primary School.

2.
Statements

2.1
The Principal and staff are responsible for devising, implementing and monitoring guidelines for acceptable behaviour and monitoring it.

2.2
The enhancement of pupil behaviour is seen as a shared responsibility between the Board of Trustees, staff, students and parents.  Parents will be involved at an early stage in dealing with consistently disruptive or inappropriate behaviour.

2.3
Teachers will create a positive classroom climate, encouraging students to manage their own behaviour, by making responsible choices with regard to consequences.

2.4
Parents / caregivers will be encouraged to support the values of respect, responsibility and pride fostered by the school.

2.5
Class and school rules will reflect the school values and include safe play and physical school boundaries.

2.6
Good learning and social behaviour shall be rewarded.

2.7
At this school we:

· are considerate and courteous towards others.

· keep ourselves and others safe.

· demonstrate the school values of respect, responsibility and pride.

We show this by:

· respecting others’ property.

· being litter conscious.  Placing rubbish in the bins provided.

· recycling paper, plastic and cans.

· keeping our grounds tidy and clean and outdoor equipment in good condition.

· playing in safe areas within the school boundaries.

· playing non contact games unless under teacher supervision.

· moving around the school in a safe and considerate manner.

· walking bicycles during school hours (including when entering and leaving school).
· being seated when eating at lunchtime.

· not eating in corridors or on playground and field areas.

· remaining within the school bounds unless on authorised school activities.

· wearing only jewellery which is permitted (i.e. ear studs, watches and items of cultural significance relevant to students’ own ethnic background) and removing such adornments when involved in sporting activities.  The school accepts no liability or responsibility for loss.

· leaving personal toys, games and cell phones at home, unless agreed by teacher and or management staff that they may be brought to school.  The school accepts no liability or responsibility for loss.

· wearing makeup only for special productions and school events.

· wearing clothing and footwear that are suitable and safe for school activities.

These anti-social behaviours are unacceptable: 

· bullying

· hitting, hurting and fighting

· name calling, or put-downs

· swearing

· vandalising, or breaking any property

· throwing objects

· dropping litter

There will be age appropriate consequences for unacceptable behaviour.

2.10
Students may not be detained after school.

2.11
Students may be stood down or expelled from school on the recommendation of the Principal and in accordance with the Education Act and any subsequent amendments and within any guidelines issued by the Ministry of Education.
